MIN 1/12 – REVIEW OF KICTANET ACTIVITIES 2005 

The Chair (Andrew Karanja - AITEC) called the meeting to order at 2:45 pm, welcomed members, and requested members to adopt the agenda. Alex proposed the minutes to be true, they were thus unanimously adopted and endorsed by the chair. 

It was confirmed by members present that a report on the GSM Forum that took place has already been compiled and circulated in the lists. 

The ISP Forum that failed to kick off was also discussed and it was unanimously agreed that it be pushed to next year to give room for proper planning in regards to research as well as give ample time to disseminate the same information amongst ISPs. 
MIN 2/12 – PLANNING FOR NEXT YEAR’S ACTIVITES
MEDIA RETREAT: Alice gave a report on her meeting with several senior editors including former editor Makali who agreed to participate in a 1 ½ day retreat in Mombasa. The dates were set for the 10-13 March, 2006, the venue being the Indian Ocean Beach club. It was proposed that the guest of honours be the new Minister as well as his Permanent Secretary. A programme for the retreat is under discussion and shall be shared as soon as it is out. It was also deliberated that several KICTANET members are to make themselves available for the retreat. The retreat is to be funded by TESPOK and CATIA. 
KIP LIST

Florence reported that the KIP-list is still open and that IDRC shall continue running it as long as there shall be no costs. As it had been raised in the previous meeting, merging of the KIP and KICTANET lists was looked into. It was hence decided that KICTANET is to look at the pros and cons of merging the two lists. It was discussed that the Kip-list has a wider coverage than the KICTANET list. 
Members present came to a conclusion that it was crucial to specify what is to be posted on each list, since the KICTANET list is a more Kenyan list while KIP-List has an international face, with a maximum of 200 members enlisted. 


A conclusion was reached that KICTANET has agreed to officially adopt the KIP-List and maintain it as a new list. There are now two lists i.e. KIP-List and KICTANET list, each with distinct objectives.
MIN 3/12 – ‘A WELCOME BREAKFAST MEETING’ WITH NEW MINISTER AND PERMANENT SECRETARY:
Members discussed an appropriate way to be able to engage the newly appointed minister as well as his PS in a way that will familiarize the KICTANET members to them. After deliberations, a conclusion was reached and a breakfast meeting was found most suitable. A tentative date of 20th December was set, subject to his availability.
MIN 4/12 – TRIBUTE TO ENGINEER REGE
It was unanimously agreed on the need to give a tribute to former PS Engineer Rege since he really assisted KICTANET in many ways towards drafting the ICT Policy which is yet to get Cabinet approval. It was therefore concluded that a cocktail is to be organized for him. A tentative date of 20th January 2006 was set, subject to his availability. CSK and Alex was obligated with getting in touch with him to make the invitation. 
MIN 5/12 – REGISTRATION OF KICTANET
The need of registering KICTANET as a legal entity was looked into once again. It was noted that there are a lot of issues to look into before coming up with an appropriate way of registering KICTANET.
MIN 6/12 – AOB

Each member present at the meeting took turns to wish all Happy Holidays and a new year full of hard work. Events in the ending year were recalled by several members. The Mombasa retreat was especially applauded for the team work and hard work pt in by all the members that were there. Mureithi mentioned that such kind of spirit should be carried into the next year. 
There were also several invitations to events to be held in the near future. Examples include:

Plan for an official meeting with the minister to discuss the current ICT Policy status. CSK obligated with this task of confirming dates with the minister, if need be. Both ministers in Science as well as technology are to be invited.
