· What should governments do to ensure success of PPP approaches in e-Government? 

· What kind of procurement system reforms may be necessary?

· What changes to legal framework may be necessary?

· Which business models have proven most successful to motivate both parties and produce best results?

The seminar participants include senior level government officials from a wide range of countries around the world, such as Russia, Armenia, India, Ghana, Rwanda, Zambia, Uganda, Kenya, Philippines, Samoa, Mongolia, Peru, Ecuador, Argentina, Tajikistan, Uzbekistan, Bulgaria, Barbados etc.
