Kictanet was created in October 2004, as part of the APC Catalysing Access to ICTs in Africa (CATIA) project in Kenya, and currently comprises over 50 institutions, organisations and networks of ICT in Kenya. It is a multi-stakeholder network with members from the private sector, civil society, media, academia and government.
