ICT

1. Completion of the consolidated ICT Legal and institutional framework – Enact the ICT Bill, harmonize other bills touching on ICT issues in other Ministries
2. Regulate BPO and Call Centres through Policy as outlined as one of Vision 2030 flagship project.
3. Consolidation of ICT activities under one roof- Ministry of Information and Communications

4. Finalization and enactment of the Electronic Transactions Bill’

5. Harmonization of airtime costs within the East Africa Community region. 
6. Reduction and harmonization of taxation regime within the telecommunication sector
7. For robust competition, there is need for Regulation to effectively manage and ensure fair competition in this sector
8. The interconnection cost is very high. Consider driving it downwards in order for the consumers to benefit from the reduction.

3) Sector policy reforms - Lobby for reforms in the MOH with clear separation of policy, regulation and service delivery in the health sector.

5) Reforming the Ministries of Medical Services and Public Health especially on the prioritazation of funds

6) Reforming the National Hospital Insurance Fund, NHIF to make it more efficient for service delivery as well as employers to have a choice of where to belong.
