Min 2/2005: ISOC Kenya; An Overview, Vision, Mission, Objectives, and Strategy

The Internet Society (ISOC) was founded in 1992 by the people who invented and built the Internet "to assure the open development, evolution and use of the Internet for the benefit of all people throughout the world." ISOC works on facilitating a progressively better cooperation of Internet professionals; organisations, governments, universities and companies towards a better Internet, and to further extend the use of the Internet for society.
 

The Internet Society (ISOC) is a professional membership society with more than 100 organizational members and over 20,000 individual members in over 180 countries. It provides leadership in addressing issues that confront the future of the Internet, and is the organizational home for the groups responsible for Internet infrastructure standards, including the Internet Engineering Task Force (IETF) and the Internet Architecture Board (IAB).
ISOC Kenya Chapter (charter pending) is a child of ISOC International and it adheres to the vision, mission, objectives, values, practices, and norms of the parent organisation and domesticates these aspirations to the local audience. A brief on ISOC was requested and Alex was tasked with it.

ISOC is reaching out to The Association of Electrical Engineers of Kenya, The Architectural Association of Kenya towards “Internet Compliant” buildings among other stakeholders.Min 3/2005: KICTANet; An Overview, Vision, Mission, Objectives, and Strategy

KICTANet is a loose collaborative network with a diverse membership and a strong focus on ICT policy advocacy. The network has a very passionate following in their work areas as demonstrated by activities.

KICTANet advocacy is on the basis of a holistic and multi-disciplinary approach to ICTs, for example Public Policy, Gender, Universal Access, Consumer Protection, and Quality of Service (QoS), among others…
